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SUMMARY & SITUATION

The Parbold Hall Estate is situated in the
north west of England on the edge of the
south west Lancashire plain. It lies to the
north west of Wigan between the
traditional villages of Parbold and
Appley Bridge with Liverpool and
Manchester approximately 23 miles and
31 miles away respectively. Parbold Hall
itself sits in an elevated position
overlooking the Douglas Valley through
which the River Douglas meanders on its
way to the Ribble Estuary. 

The Estate encapsulates every element of
the perfect traditional English landed
estate including a magnificent country
house, estate cottages, outbuildings,
productive farming operation, well
managed woodland and superb sporting
opportunities.

Parbold Hall has a wonderful outlook
over the picturesque Douglas Valley with
substantial and attractive gardens that
have been greatly improved by the
current owner. The Hall is Grade II*

Listed and has 9 bedrooms and 8
bathrooms with the majority of principal
rooms facing south overlooking the
valley below. Part of the second floor has
been arranged to form a 1 bedroom flat. 

A range of traditional stone outbuildings
lie nearby including garages, general
store rooms and workshops. 2 detached
houses and 2 flats are located in
proximity to the Hall providing ancillary
accommodation.

The Estate extends to approximately 865
acres in total, comprising in-hand
farmland and woodland, further
farmland let on short term agreements
and 2 residential farms let on secure
tenancies.

Parbold is renowned in the area for the
high quality of its shooting which is
currently arranged (in association with
neighbouring land) to form two separate
shoots.

COMMUNICATIONS

By Road: Junction 27 of the M6 is about
3 miles to the east providing direct access
to the national motorway network.

By Rail: Parbold Train Station has links
to Southport and Wigan. Virgin Train
services run from Wigan North Western
(7 miles) to London Euston taking from
2 ¼ hours. Northern Rail services run
from Wigan North Western to Liverpool
Lime Street taking from 38 minutes.

By Air: Liverpool John Lennon Airport
(23 miles), Blackpool International Airport
(29 miles) and Manchester Airport (31
miles) all have extensive international and
national scheduled flights.

AMENITIES

Parbold Hall has excellent access to a
range of convenient local amenities. The
village of Parbold has two churches, two
primary schools, a library, community
centre, doctor’s surgery, bank and post
office. There are also a range of good
local shops and public houses.
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More extensive amenities can be found
nearby in Wigan and further afield in the
municipal cities of Liverpool and
Manchester which are both within easy
reach. 

The area is renowned for its quiet and
rural nature and the region attracts
walkers and horse riders keen to enjoy
the network of well maintained footpaths
and bridleways amongst the rolling
historic countryside. Wood Lane nearby
offers particularly stunning views of the
area.

The River Douglas and Leeds and
Liverpool Canal waterways are easily
accessible including the locally renowned
Grade II Listed Appley Locks. 

Notable local landmarks include Parbold
Bottle, a stone monument about 6.5 feet
high, so called because it vaguely
resembles a giant bottle. It was built in
1832 to commemorate the Reform Act
and is visible from the Leeds and
Liverpool Canal.
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HISTORY & ARCHITECTURE
Although lying outside the village of Parbold itself, Parbold Hall is one of the
preeminent dwellings in the parish. The name Parbold is said to be drawn from the
Old English language and means “Pear Orchard” and the first references to Parbold
appear in the documents of Burscough Priory dating back to the 12th Century.

J.M Virgoe writes in his bibliography A History of Parbold that following the
Norman Conquest, the area around Parbold lay within the Barony of
Manchester which was held at the time by the Grelley family. However, by the
mid 13th century Parbold, including the site of Parbold Hall, belonged to the
Lathom family. From this period until the mid 18th Century, there was little
economic development or significant social change and the area consisted of
scattered rural hamlets whose economy was almost solely dependent on food
production, either by farming or related industries such as milling.

Significant economic development first took place in the area in the 1700s
following the construction of the Leeds and Liverpool Canal in the valley below,
which passes through the heart of Parbold. Industries such as coal mining,
agriculture and stone quarrying were the primary source of local employment.

Parbold Hall, as it stands today, is thought to have been predominantly
constructed in the early to mid 18th century in the Palladian style with 17th
century remains in the east and south centre parts of the Hall. Records suggest
that substantial alterations to the Hall were carried out in 1745 by Thomas Crisp,
Member of Parliament for Ilchester, whose crest, a camelopard, is carved into
the pedimented central bay. He copied details from Lathom House in Ormskirk
which was designed by Giacomo Leoni in 1723. Works included re-facing and
extending the centre south section, adding ornamental plasterwork inside, the
addition of the centre north and west section which made the house rectangular
and with two parallel roof lines. The windows of the existing eastern section
were altered to match the design of those of the new work.

By the 1930s the house had fallen into disuse with only the east end being
inhabited and by 1949 the house had been abandoned. By 1958 Parbold Hall
was in a state of disrepair. However, the current owner saw a reference to
Parbold Hall in Peter Fleetwood-Hesketh’s Lancashire Architectural Guide and
subsequently purchased Parbold, carrying out an extensive internal and external
modernisation and refurbishment programme to the Hall, gardens and
surrounding buildings.

Parbold Hall is Grade II* Listed and is of traditional stone construction under a
hipped slate roof. The architecture reflects the fashionable style of the 18th
century and the front façade, with the pedimented centre bay, has an impressive
Doric Venetian front doorway with fanlight above.
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THE ESTATE

The Parbold Hall Estate lies in a beautiful
area of north west England and the
natural undulations of the land create a
wonderfully picturesque setting for the
Hall itself. One of the most striking
aspects of the Estate is the view across the
Douglas Valley from the elevated position
occupied by Parbold Hall. 

As well as having over 630 acres of
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farmland, the Estate has a very high
amenity value and there are a range of
habitats found across the land including
mature mixed woodland, new plantings,
pasture, ponds and the River Douglas,
creating a diverse environment to attract
and support wildlife.

The woodland is spread across the Estate
and comprises a mixture of broadleaf and
evergreen woods. The predominant

deciduous species are oak, beech, horse
chestnut and ash intermixed with
evergreen species such as spruce and pine. 

Of late, the current owner has
undertaken significant planting and
hedge laying, enhancing the overall
amenity of the Estate. The woodland is
carefully managed to allow for individual
blocks to be felled at certain intervals
before replanting is carried out.
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SHOOTING

The topography of the land naturally
lends itself to create some superb
drives and shooting opportunities.
Approximately 174 acres of the Estate is
woodland, located in well managed
parcels across the land. 

The existing shooting infrastructure
including a rearing field, release pens,
woodland and game crops have been laid
out and maintained to maximise the quality
and scale of the shooting on the Estate. 

The sporting rights are currently
exercised and run in conjunction with
adjoining landowners to create two
challenging, mainly pheasant shoots
within two main areas – the Douglas
Valley Shoot to the south of Parbold Hall
and the Harrock Shoot to the north.

In recent seasons there have been
approximately 22 days a year held on the
Harrock Shoot with average bags of 250
head, although much larger bags have
also been recorded.

The sporting rights over the Douglas
Valley Shoot land, shoot cabin, feed
store, rearing huts and release pens are
currently let on a 25 year lease with
approximately 20 years unexpired. 

A gamekeeper’s cottage is conveniently
located near the shoot cabin and rearing
field on the eastern edge of the Estate
and is currently occupied by the Douglas
Valley Shoot under keeper.

FARMING

The Parbold Hall Estate has good quality
and productive farmland being classified
principally as Grade 3. The predominant
soil type is a Paleozoic sandstone and
shale which is essentially a well drained
coarse loamy soil over rock. The arable
and pasture land extend to
approximately 636 acres in total. 

There are a number of tenancies and
agreements in place over land within the
Estate, further details of which are set
out in the Schedule of Occupation at the
back of the brochure. 

Existing farming enterprises include both
livestock rearing and arable production,
demonstrating the flexibility of the
farming operations.

The house provides principal
accommodation over three floors, with
the main rooms enjoying magnificent
views south over the Douglas Valley. 

Parbold Hall has been arranged to offer
well laid out formal accommodation on
the ground floor, ideal for entertaining.
The rooms are well proportioned with
many period features such as decorative
plaster work, cornicing and fireplaces
which the current owner has taken care
to restore. The majority of rooms have
sash windows and shutters.

Carefully separated from the more formal
area of the house, part of the ground floor
is currently arranged to provide auxiliary
space for staff with discreet access to the
more formal rooms. The layout of the
rooms mean that it would be relatively
simple to create a more family orientated
arrangement. A basement level provides
further ancillary space including the
integral garage.

The first and second floors provide
extensive bedroom accommodation
including a large master suite on the first
floor, whilst part of the second floor has
been arranged to provide a self contained
one bedroom flat. 

The external elevations of Parbold Hall
are adorned with climbing Clematis on
the southern façade, Virginia Creeper to
the side elevations and a climbing
Hydrangea on the northern face which

means the house is unusually pretty
during the growing months of the year.

Ground floor

The front door with fanlight above opens
into an Inner Vestibule with crescent
shaped glass double doors leading
directly into a magnificent double height
Entrance Hall with marble floor and
ornate cornice. A Cloakroom with
separate WC is accessed discreetly to one
side whilst the principal reception rooms
are accessed from this imposing area and
located within the rear part of Parbold
Hall to benefit from the stunning views
over the parkland and valley beyond.

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Entrance Hall
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Leading away from the Entrance Hall
and lying directly ahead is an ornate
pedimented doorframe to the Dining
Room with large windows, decorative
fireplace with timber surround and
over mantle, rusticated panelling and
elaborate ceiling beam casings in plaster.
A door leads out on to the terrace and is
aligned to create a stunning view straight
through from the Entrance Hall out
across the terraced garden, ornamental
canal and valley beyond. A hidden door
provides discreet and direct access to the
Kitchen. 

To the right of the Entrance Hall, a
hallway is currently arranged as a bar
with fitted cupboards, bar fridge and
storage. Double doors leads through into
the Morning Room with ornate cornice,
glazed display cabinets and fitted
cupboards.

At the end of this hallway is the
magnificent Drawing Room, accessed
through double doors with half panelled
walls, dado rail, ornate ceiling cornice
and with views over the Douglas Valley.
The large fireplace with stone surround,
hand carved wooden over mantle
and freestanding wood-burning stove
provides a focus in the room.

Lying off the Drawing Room and
separated by an unusual curved wall with
double doors is a Study with a range of
fitted shelves and views across the front
garden.

To the left of the Entrance Hall through
another impressive arched doorway with
pediment above is the Staircase Hall
which has distinctive period features
including exposed timber framed walls in
part and timber beams. An oak stairwell
with carved banisters and fitted carpet
runner provides access to the upper
floors, whilst stone steps lead down to the
basement floor.

A further door leads through to a
carpeted corridor with exposed timber
framed walls lined with storage
cupboards. The Kitchen, Office and an
additional WC lie off this corridor whilst
a rear porch provides access to the
garden and parking area.
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The Kitchen has ceiling-mounted spot
lights, exposed timber beams and an
original kitchen fireplace with stone
surround. The fireplace is currently fitted
with a five hob oven with concealed
extraction fan above and base units to
either side. The walls are fitted with base
and wall units including a sink, integral
fridge and freezer whilst a large central
island provides ample cupboard space
and a further integral twin stainless steel
sink. In addition there is a breakfast table
with fitted bench seating.

The Office is a bright dual aspect
carpeted room with views onto the front
garden and is accessed via a short flight
of steps from the corridor. This room has
exposed timber framed walls and beams
and one elevation has the original
exposed stone wall.

Basement

From the Staircase Hall, a short flight of
stone steps divide at a semi landing with
a further Office on one side and another

flight leads down to further ancillary
areas beyond, including small Wine
Cellars, an integral underground double
Garage, boiler room and Laundry Room.
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First floor

The original staircase leads from the
ground floor to a central galleried
landing with carved oak banisters,
arched stone picture windows and
decorative ceiling plasterwork.  

The Master Bedroom has double height
windows and stunning views over the
garden and Estate, stone fireplace with
ornate over mantle and built-in
cupboards. There is a separate dressing
area which leads through to an en suite
Bathroom with bath, basin, shower and
separate WC and bidet. 

Bedroom 2 has built-in cupboards and
an en suite Shower Room including
shower, basin and WC. Bedroom 3 has
an en suite Bathroom with bath basin
and a separate cloakroom with WC, bidet
and basin. Bedroom 4 has fine oak
panelling, open fireplace and fantastic
southerly views. There are two hidden
doors to a cupboard and en suite Shower
Room with shower, basin, WC and bidet.

Bedroom 5 is another panelled room
with southerly views and a hidden door
to a built-in cupboard. There is an en
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suite Bathroom with bath, basin, WC
and bidet. Bedroom 6 has a large
window with views over the nearby hills
and an en suite Bathroom including
bath, bidet, WC and basin. 

Second floor

With a wealth of character, including
exposed beams and original stone walls,
the second floor provides a Staff Flat and
further bedroom accommodation. The
staff quarters could be rearranged to
provide two further individual bedrooms
with an ancillary kitchen and bathroom
for the second floor. 

Bedroom 7 and Bedroom 8 are accessed
off the main landing and both have built-
in cupboards. At the end of the corridor,
there is a Bathroom with bath, basin and
WC. There is a Nursery cupboard with
sink and fridge. Steps lead up from the
end of this corridor to a large attic with
storage space, access to the roof, cold
water tanks and hot water cylinders.

Staff Flat

The accommodation comprises a
reception hall with built-in cupboards,
Kitchenette, Living Room, Bedroom
with built-in cupboards and a Bathroom
with bath, WC, bidet, basin and shower.
